Minutes of the BRUISYARD PARISH COUNCIL MEETING and AGM held on Tuesday, 16th May 2006, at 7.30 in the Vestry, St Peter’s Church, Bruisyard.

Present: The Clerk, Mr Peter Robinson, Mrs Shirley Smith, Mr Jeremy Holland-Howes, Mr John McKee, Mrs Eleanor Berwick, Mrs Margaret West and Mr Oliver Hitchcock. District and County Councillor Colin Hart and Sergeant Metherell also attended.
AGENDA
1) Election of Chairman:- The clerk asked the members for nominations for Chairman.  Mrs Eleanor Berwick proposed that Mr Peter Robinson be elected Chairman.  Mr John McKee seconded this proposal and all were in agreement and Mr Peter Robinson was duly elected Chairman. The clerk asked the members for nominations for Deputy Chairman.  Mrs Margaret West proposed that Mrs Eleanor Berwick be elected Deputy Chairman.  Mr Oliver Hitchcock seconded this proposal and all were in agreement and Mrs Eleanor Berwick was duly elected Deputy Chairman.  Mrs Eleanor Berwick, Mr Peter Robinson, Mrs Margaret West, Mr Jeremy Holland-Howes and Mrs Shirley Smith agreed to sit on the planning sub-committee.  Mr Peter Robinson took the chair.

2) Apologies for absence:- There were no apologies

3) Minutes of the last meetings:- The minutes of the last meetings had been already circulated and read. Mr John McKee proposed that the minutes for the meeting held on 14th March 2006 be accepted and Mrs Shirley Smith seconded this proposal.  All were in favour. 

4) Matters arising and electronic communications:- there were no matters arising.  The Clerk requested permission to circulate minutes of meetings and agendas by email to all members with the facility to receive them in this form.  Mrs Margaret proposed that this request be granted and Mrs Eleanor Berwick seconded this proposal and all agreed.
5) SALC changes to organization:- The draft proposals to changes in the way the organization will function in the future will be circulated in the green folder for members to read and comment on if they wish.  Mrs Mary Mitson-Wood has retired from her position at SALC as Chief Executive Officer and her replacement is Ms Shona Bendix
6) Planning Matters:- SnOasis:- Mr John Williams, representing a 15 strong Parish Group from around Gt Blakenham, wrote to the Council voicing the concerns of the group that Mid Suffolk District Council would probably approve the SnOasis winter sports complex, a 421 home estate and a railway station.  The group’s objections are the height of the Ski Slope above the skyline, the lack of business plan to prove viability and the effect of the increased traffic on the roads in the area.  The Members were not against having the SnOasis facility in Suffolk and thought it may be an assert to the County but they have deep concerns about the extra associated traffic on the A14 and A12 as there is already a lot of congestion in the area causing delays.  The projected number of cars going to the facility varies from 5,900 to 31,500 a week.  The clerk will write to GO EAST to request them to appoint an inspector to hold a Public Inquiry. 
7) Unitary Ipswich:- The members’ opinion was that Ipswich becoming a unitary authority would not affect the Parish of Bruisyard. 
8) Assigning leaders for actions highlighted in Parish Plan:- this item was not relevant for this meeting and no action was required.
9) Financial Matters:- a) Allianz Cornhill Insurance – Mr Jeremy Holland-Howes proposed that the sum of £303.71 be paid to Allinanz Cornhill Insurance for insurance to cover the Council for 2006/2007.  Mrs Shirley Smith seconded this proposal and all were in favour. A cheque was written and signed for payment.  

b) SALC subscription –Mr Peter Robinson proposed that the sum of £94.50 be paid to SALC for the subscription for 2006/2007.   Mrs Eleanor Berwick seconded this proposal and all were in favour. A cheque was written and signed for payment.

c) A letter of thanks has been received from Suffolk Accident Rescue Service and Citizens Advice Bureau for the donations the Council granted them at their last meeting.  

The East Anglian Air Ambulance has asked the Council for financial support for the coming year.  It was agreed that they met the Council’s charity donation criteria and Mr Jeremy Holland-Howes proposed a sum of £15 be paid to East Anglian Air Ambulance.  Mrs Margaret West seconded this proposal and all agreed.  A cheque was written and signed for payment.  

d) The financial report for 2005/2006 had already been circulated and studied. The value of the items listed in the supporting statement had been increased to the replacement and insurance values. Mr Peter Robinson proposed that the financial report be accepted and Mrs Oliver Hitchcock seconded this proposal.  All were in favour.

e) The annual return statement of assurance will be signed after the internal audit has been carried out.
f) Mrs Shirley Smith proposed that the payment on 12th May of £12 to Suffolk Coast District Council for the two black poplars planted in the park was in order.  Mr John McKee seconded this proposal and all agreed.
10) Parish Park:-  There has been 3 cuts of the grass up so far this year.  It was agreed that the quality of the cut was not as good as last year.  The Clerk will contact the manager of Suffolk Coastal Services Limited to obtain an improvement in their service.
There has been a request for picnic tables in the park.  It was agreed that quotes for two tables will be obtained for the next meeting.  The Chairman suggested that the parish ask for funding from the play scheme money for these items if necessary.
11) Dates of Parish Council Meetings:-  Parish Council meetings will be held on the following dates:- 18th July, 19th September, 14th November, 23rd January 2007, 20th March and the AGM and Parish Meeting on 15th May.

13) Any Other Business:- The Clerk will respond to the mineral extraction questionnaire.

The British Energy Generation Ltd review will go into the green folder for the members to study.  
The questionnaire associated with the education review will go into the green folder for all members to study and it will be completed at the next meeting.

There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 9:15 and thanked the PCC for the use of Vestry.
